on pedestrian safety. Statistics reveal that pedestrian fatalities in New Jersey are well above the
national average, so pedestrian safety has become a priority. The funds would be earmarked for
enforcement (covering the cost of providing extra officers at pedestrian hot spots) and educational
outreach throughout the community.

* Investigations:
e Once again, the Highlands Police Department would like residents to be aware of identity thefts

related to tax refunds in which unknown person(s) are using people’s personal information to claim
tax refunds and the victims are unaware until they file their tax return.

As we approach the tax season residents should protect themselves from becoming a victim by
filing early, using trusted tax professionals, only mailing their tax documents from a secure mailbox
or electronically filing through a secure network

We are in the process of working with the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection to
legalize our existing bulkhead at 42 S. Bay Ave., Highlands New Jersey. As part of this process, the NJ
department of environmental protection is requesting that the Borough sign a letter stating they do not
mind the bulkhead being in place or sign the actual LURP application as a co-applicant. The letter from
the borough should state they are aware that a small portion of the bulkhead lies across the property
line between the Borough and our lot, and that you are ok with the bulkhead remaining in place as
constructed. This bulkhead was an emergency replacement of an older bulkhead that had been in
existence for many years in the same location prior to our purchasing the property. A copy of the
application is attached.

Please see the attached survey that shows the portion of the bulkhead that the NJ DEP is referencing.
According to the NIDEP, they will accept a letter signed by any of the following town officials; Mayor,
Borough Clerk or Administrator, Borough Attorney, or any other official authorized to sign for the
Borough of Highlands regarding their land ownership rights. Please let us know if you need us to draft a
letter for the appropriate Borough official to sign, or if you will need to draft the letter.
